New College, founded in 1379, is one of the thirty-eight 
constituent colleges of the University of Oxford.  

The College consists of the Warden and 60 Fellows, as well 
as 600 junior members (undergraduates and graduates), 
most of whom live in the College Buildings or College 
houses nearby.

THE FOUNDATION
The College was founded by William of Wykeham, 
Bishop of Winchester and Chancellor of England, and is 
dedicated to the Virgin Mary, whose statue stands beside 
the Founder above the Front Gate.  New College, or “the 
College of St Mary of Winchester in Oxford”, is the second
